Dr Theresa Schulz is Graduate Program Coordinator at East Tennessee State University and is currently teaching a course in Hearing Conservation. Dr. Schulz previously was Vice President of Professional Operations for Sonomax Hearing Health Care. Theresa has been an active member of National Hearing Conservation Association for 21 years. She is also the Past Chair of the Council for Accreditation in Occupational Hearing Conservation and a certified member of the American Speech-Language-Hearing Association (ASHA), a fellow in the American Academy of Audiology (AAA), and a member of the Air Force Audiology Association (AFAA). Theresa received her BS (1981) and MA (1983) degrees from the University of Texas at Austin and her PhD (l995) from Ohio State University. Theresa was recognized as the US Air Force Outstanding Audiologist of the Year in l989 and l998, and received the Elizabeth Guild Award for Contributions to Military Hearing Conservation in l996. She was nominated by the Air Force for the 2003 National Public Service Award and received the military’s Outstanding Volunteer Medal in 2004 for her extensive work to prevent noise-induced hearing loss both in the military and in the public sector.
